AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 2409F, SECTION [I-SOLID WASTE
COLLECTION RATES AND ALL OTHER ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH
OTHER RATES AND CHARGES, AS PROVIDED BY THE CITY OF SAN BENITO
AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. '

Section I1. Solid Waste Collection Rates

All subscribers to Solid Waste Collection and Dispcsa'i Services shall submit to the
following rates:

A. RESIDENTIAL SINGLE-FAMILY RATE: AUTOMATED
(Present $18.63) (New $19.47)

1. Ali residential units shall subscribe to solid waste collection and disposal services
as provided by the City of San Benito or its Contraclor.

2. All solid waste to be picked up must be placed inside container provided by the
City of San Benito or its Contractor. :

3. Pick up frequency shall be twice per week.

4. A single family residence may request additional containers at an additional
$8.30 per month per container. (Present $7.94) (New 8.30) per month.

B. MULTI-UNIT RATE: AUTOMATED
(Present $35.93) (New $37.55)

1. All Multi-unit customers with more than 2 units shall subscribe to solid waste
collection and disposal services as provided by the City of San Benito or ifs
Contractor.

2. A multi-unit customer may request additional containers at an additional $8.30
per month per container. (Present $7.94) (New 8.30) per month.

C. COMMERCIAL: AUTOMATED
(Present $35.93) (New $37.55)

1. All commercial customers shall subscribe to solid waste collection and disposal
services as provided by the City of San Benito or its Contractor.

2. Al solid waste to be picked up must be placed inside container provided by the
City of San Benito or its Contractor.

3. Pick up frequency shall be twice per week.

D. COMMERCIAL - BINS

Accounts past due over 15 days from the billing date of the uiility bill will be picked up
and the account will be charged a $25 service fee. An additional $25 service fee for re-
delivery will be charged when full payment has been collected on the account
Commercial accounts will also be subject to a ten percent late charge. Commercial bin
service for solid waste as necessitated by volume of waste produced or by request of
the customer shall comply with the following rate schedule:
